applicable provisions of Louisiana law, including the Louisiana Nonprofit Corporation 
Code (within and subject to the limitations of section 501©(3) of the Internal Revenue 
Code). 

 
The corporation shall not be limited in its capacity of service to the University of Louisiana Monroe 
and University of Louisiana Monroe alumni, but shall be authorized and empowered, in accordance 
with its articles of incorporation and these bylaws, to engage in all charitable functions and activities, 



 

for the remainder of the term. If there is no qualified candidate, the position will remain vacant. 
 
SECTION 3.  ELECTIONS.   

A. Executive Committee Elections 
a. On even numbered years, the Nominating Committee shall nominate one or more 

current Board Members for election to the positions of President, VP-Administration, 
VP-Operations, VP-Finance and Secretary/Parliamentarian. The nominations should 
be announced by the end of the 3rd quarter of the current fiscal year. Once 
announced, all Board Members shall vote on these positions no later than the 
meeting following the nominations. The vote may also take place electronically. The
